BUSINESS IMPERATIVE

Price catalogues can be quite volatile documents, with updates often required monthly or even more frequently - the frequency being largely determined by the type of Industry and the arrangements between trading partners.  The basic principles of Price Catalogue maintenance are quite simple, but with hundreds and often thousands of products, and in turn with sometimes hundreds of trading partners, effectively managing the process can often become a nightmare.  There are so many variables with which trading partners have to contend - not the least of which is the widely variable document formats that are used to convey pricing information, and the huge variety of back-end systems with their attendant format translation and data upload challenges.

We have developed EZYPRICAT to take as much pain as possible out of the data synchronisation process because without effective data matching, the path to implementing EDI can often be long and quite frustrating.  Full automation of EDI is simply not possible without clean data where product codes, descriptions and prices - in particular - are matched by both Supplier and Customer.
EZYPRICAT uses EZYB2B at its core. EZYPRICAT provides stringent data validation while EZYB2B provides mapping of data to and from back-end systems for both the Supplier and the Customer.

WORKFLOW

At the Supplier end, the relevant Pricat data is extracted from the back-end system into the EZYPRICAT database, compared with the last-submitted "clean" data file and a net change file containing additions, changes and deletions is then created according to the GS1 or other business rules.  All errors are fed back to staff in one list - it is not an iterative process where errors are fed back one at a time.  Once all errors have been corrected, the net change file is transmitted to GS1, or directly to the Customer, depending on the business arrangement between the trading partners.

OPTION ONE DATA FLOW - GS1 with direct download by the Customer

The Supplier submits the "clean" net change data file to the GS1 data repository. At the Customer end the revised Pricat data can be downloaded from GS1 and entered by some means into a back-end system for updating of price and other files for use in the construction of Purchase Orders.  
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OPTION TWO DATA FLOW - GS1 with direct download and Customer data mapping 
This option is exactly the same as Option One, with the exception that the Customer has implemented EZYB2B to facilitate mapping the incoming data to the corresponding fields in their back-end system.
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OPTION THREE DATA FLOW - Direct transmission to the Customer

This option is also the same as Option One, except the "clean" net change data file is transmitted directly to the Customer for entry by some means into their back-end system.
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OPTION FOUR DATA FLOW - Direct transmission with Customer data mapping
This option is the same as Option Three, with the exception that the Customer has implemented EZYB2B to facilitate mapping the incoming data to the corresponding fields in their back-end system.
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OPTION FIVE DATA FLOW - Neither EZYPRICAT nor GS1 involved

With this option, the Supplier extracts data from their back-end systems and transmits it by email attachment (or similar) to the Customer for entry by some means into their back-end system.
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The creation of clean product data is a critical pre-requisite to an efficient EDI implementation
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
